Rectorõs Writ 
 

Now that weõre entering a new year, itõs helpful to set goals and begin making 

plans for things we want to accomplish. Growth in membership and giving is one 

of the goals we identify nearly every year. The difficulty we meet, again and 

again, is HOW do we bring new people in?  How do we talk about God (simply 

and honestly) and invite people to church in a world that doesnõt seem too 

concerned with honoring and making God a priority? One poll a few years ago 

showed that 55% of those surveyed said they attended church or synagogue once a 

week (35%); almost every week (10%); or at least once a month (10%). On the 

other end of that poll, is the fact that 44% said they attended seldom (28%) or 

never (16%).  So, chances are roughly 55/45 that someone we invite to Grace 

Church will say yes. Much better odds than the lottery!  

One interesting thing in this poll was an open ended question asked of the 

55% who attended weekly to monthly: òwhat is the most important reason WHY 

you attend church or synagogue?ó Just over 40% cited spiritual growth and 

guidance or to keep grounded/inspired. Another 30% gave religious reasons: to 

worship God, or simply itõs my faith. Among the remaining reasons were the 

fellowship of other members; belief in God and religion; and that religion and 

worship were family values, traditionsébrought up that way. How might we 

answer ôwhatõs the main reason we belong to and support Grace Church?õ  

 Most of us, especially when we invite others, have heard a number of reasons 

why people donõt attend church. It runs the gamut, but to name a few: some people 

think church folk are judgmental, negative, hypocrites; church is boring; the 

church just wants your money; donõt have time; Sundayõs our only family time; 

and the ever popular ôIõm spiritual, not religious.õ  

Thereõs not a lot we can do about it if people prefer to spend Sunday mornings 

at Starbucks or at the mall or on the golf course. We can invite people to church 

anyway, so they might see and experience for themselves what we are as a Church 

family and what weõre not. We need all our members to work and grow together; to 

invite others to church; and to pray for Godõs help to bring new people into this 

Grace Church family in 2017 and beyond.
